Children’s Corner

The Children’s Corner of the Palakkad District Public Library is a bright and cheerful space with over 6000 books in Malayalam and
English. The books are of a broad diversity that is rarely found in Indian libraries and book shops. Since it was opened in December
20135, the Children’s Corner has been popular with young readers and proved that children in Palakkad are eager to read. In 2018, the
section won an award for best children’s library in the state.

Now the section was renovated with the support of private donors, and a second phase of renovation is planned. We designed the
section to be well-lit and attractive and we found that youngsters quickly became engrossed in the books. They often write in the
suggestion book to request more titles. Books in Malayalam, English and Hindi are arranged by subject so that children become used
to the way alibrary is organized and can in future confidently navigate the large general collection of the library.

Children can easily find their familiar authors and at the same time explore new subjects.

The most popular titles are put in a Favourites section, and a special display area is set up to highlight the full variety of books in the

collection. Every month we select a topic (e.g.,ancient civilizations, sports, famous lives) and display books on that topic, so that
readers know the wide range of books available.

A map centre along one wall, with state, national, and international maps, has drawn members of all ages. Very small children who
come in with their siblings can occupy themselves with toys from the toy box. Children can draw or leave messages on the chalkboard
wall, and there are pinboards on which they can pin their own artwork or thoughts.

In the second phase of renovation, we plan to replace the remaining older shelves and open up and brighten the space available. We
also plan to overhaul the collection and add new books in subjects that are not sufficiently represented.
